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What is JConvert?

JConvert is an ActiveX DLL, it can be called from a development project to convert Microsoft Word documents to plain text, RTF or HTML files or vice versa.

It is distributed on a shareware basis, the trial version is fully-functioning although with limitations.  The registration fee is €90, for which you will receive a user ID and passcode, which will remove the limitations of the trial version.  You may then distribute JConvert royalty-free as part of a finished application.  See the license at the end of this document.

Requirements


Windows 98/2000/XP or 2003 Server


Microsoft Word 2000 or above

Installation

To install JConvert, use the setup routine, which will copy the JConvert.dll into your System folder and register it.

As a registered user of JConvert, you may distribute JConvert as part of a finished product. If you wish to do this, then please see the list of dependencies later in this document.

Limitations of the trial version

If you use the trial version of JConvert, the following limitations are imposed:

1. Each time you invoke the DLL, an "unregistered product" message box will appear.

2. You may not specify an outgoing file name, instead the converted file will be given a random name.

3. A message box advising of the file name will appear after conversion.

The actual functionality of the conversion is unaffected, but these limitations make the trial version unfeasible for a finished development.

Usage

JConvert.dll contains a session object called "instance", and a function called WordConvert, which accepts the following arguments.  Arguments in bold type are mandatory.

WordConvert(usercode, passcode, source path, source filename, target format, target path, target filename)
Usercode is the user ID supplied on registration.  If this is blank, then JConvert assumes a trial version.

Passcode is your passcode supplied on registration.  If this is blank, then JConvert assumes a trial version.

Source Path is the directory where the source Word document is stored.  This can be a UNC path and does not need to end with a trailing \

Source Filename is the filename of the source Word document.  You must give the full name, including extension.

Target Format can be doc for Word document files, txt for text files, rtf for richtext format files, html for html files.

Target Path is the directory where the converted file is to be stored.  This can be a UNC path and does not need to end with a trailing \

Target Filename is the filename of the converted file.

If you leave the target format blank, JConvert assumes that the target format is text.  If you leave the target path blank, it is assumed that this is the same as the source path.  If you leave the target filename blank, JConvert will give it the same name as the source file, but obviously with a different extension to reflect the new format.

Here is a usage example in VB, you will need to add JConvert to your project references:

Global Const USER_CODE = "KJF"

Global Const PASS_CODE = "12345678"

Dim oConvert As Object

Dim code As Integer

Set oConvert = CreateObject("JConvert.instance")

code = oConvert.WordConvert(USER_CODE, PASS_CODE, "c:\", _

 


"test.doc", "txt", "d:\converted", "convert.txt")

Assuming the above user and pass codes were correct, this example would take the c:\test.doc file and convert it to a text file in d:\converted\convert.txt.  If the user and pass codes are not supplied, or not correct, then JConvert runs in a trial mode.

You can test for success by comparing the return value of the integer "code" against the following table:

Dependencies

JConvert.dll depends on msvbvm60.dll, which is included in the distribution package.  Other standard libraries accessed by JConvert include asycfilt.dll, comcat.dll, oleaut32.dll and olepro32.dll.

Legal Information

1. General License

Matt Rudge Development grants you a non-exclusive license to install and use a copy of the software on a single machine held or controlled by you. You may transfer the software between machines only if it is first removed from the old machine prior to being installed on the new one. You may only install and use the software within your own organization. You shall not reverse engineer, disassemble or decompile all or part of the Program. You are permitted to copy the documentation only for your own use. You are permitted to make only one back-up copy. The sale and sub-licensing of the software and copying of the user ID or passcode are forbidden.  This license shall not be transferred or assigned without the prior written agreement of Matt Rudge Development or an approved distributor.

2. Trial Version

The trial version is free of charge. It may be freely distributed on the sole condition that it is not altered in any way. JConvert trial version may not be used in commercial applications.

3. Developer License

You are granted a license as a single developer (individual) to distribute JConvert royalty-free with an unlimited number of applications, provided they are developed solely by you. At no time may more than one individual use the software at the same time for development purposes – nor may the software be distributed for use with applications other than those developed by you.

You are required to ensure that the software is not distributed in any form that allows it to be reused by any application other than that with which you distribute it. For example, if you install JConvert component along with a packaged application on a customer's server, that customer is not permitted to use the component independent of your application.  This may involve encrypting the user ID and passcode in your application code to prevent unauthorized use.

a. License Grant. Matt Rudge Development grants the Licensee, and the Licensee hereby accepts, a non-exclusive, perpetual license to install, use, modify, prepare derivative works, incorporate into other computer software, and distribute the version noted above of the computer software program noted above, in binary and source code format, or any derivative work thereof, together with any associated media, printed materials, and on-line or electronic documentation (if any) provided by Matt Rudge Development (collectively, the "Software"), subject to the following terms and conditions: (i) any distribution of the Software shall bind the receiver to the terms and conditions of this Agreement; (ii) any distribution of the Software in modified form shall clearly state that the Software has been modified from the version originally obtained from Matt Rudge Development. 

b. Copyright; Retention of rights. The above license grant is conditioned on the following: (i) the Licensee must reproduce all copyright notices and other proprietary notices on any copies of the Software and the Licensee must not remove such notices; (ii) in the event the Licensee compile the Software, the Licensee will include the copyright notice with the binary in such a manner as to allow it to be easily viewable; (iii) if the Licensee incorporate the Software into other code, the Licensee must provide notice that the code contains the Software and include a copy of the copyright notices and other proprietary notices. All copies of the Software shall be subject to the terms of this Agreement. (a) the Licensee hereby acknowledges that the Software is protected by European copyright law and international treaty provisions; (b) Matt Rudge Development, and its licensors (if any), hereby reserve all rights in the Software which are not explicitly granted to the Licensee herein; (c) without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Matt Rudge Development and its licensors retain all title, copyright, and other proprietary interests in the Software and any copies thereof, and the Licensee do not acquire any rights, express or implied, in the Software, other than those specifically set forth in this Agreement. 

c. Confidentiality

The Licensee acknowledges and agrees that the Software constitutes the confidential and proprietary trade secrets of Matt Rudge Development and its suppliers, and that Licensee’s protection thereof is essential to this Agreement and a condition of Licensee’s use and possession of the Software. The Licensee shall retain in strict confidence any and all elements of the Software and use the Software only as expressly licensed herein. The Licensee agrees that it will under no circumstances distribute or in any way disseminate or disclose the Software to third parties.

4. Warranty disclaimer

THE SOFTWARE IS SUPPLIED "AS IS" WITHOUT WARRANTY OF ANY KIND. The Licensee shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless Matt Rudge Development, the Software developers, the Software sponsors, and their agents, officers, and employees, against any and all claims, suits, losses, damage, costs, fees, and expenses arising out of or in connection with this Agreement. The Licensee shall pay all costs incurred by Matt Rudge Development in enforcing this provision, including reasonable attorney fees. 

7. Term and termination

The license granted to the Licensee under this Agreement will continue perpetually unless terminated by Matt Rudge Development in accordance with this Agreement. If the Licensee breaches any term of this Agreement, and fails to cure such breach within thirty (30) days of the date of written notice, this Agreement shall immediately terminate. Upon such termination, the Licensee shall immediately cease using the Software, return to Matt Rudge Development, or destroy, all copies of the Software, and provide Matt Rudge Development with written certification of your compliance with the foregoing. Termination shall not relieve the Licensee from its obligations arising prior to such termination. Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary, Sections 2 through 7 shall survive termination of this Agreement.
